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Pre-Air Show Party Set for Friday, September 1, 2006

INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S AIR & SPACE MUSEUM TO HOST “CORKS IN THE CONCOURSE” PRE-AIR SHOW PARTY

The International Women’s Air & Space Museum is hosting a wine tasting event on Friday, September 1, 2006 from 6:00 pm – 10:00 pm.  The party, held on the eve of the Cleveland National Air Show, is a fundraiser for the museum.  “Corks in the Concourse” will be held at the Burke Lakefront Airport terminal building, where the museum is located.  The evening includes wine tastings from Ohio wineries, hors d’oeuvres, a silent auction, air show performers and music by members of Red {an orchestra}.  

Participating wineries include Debonne Vineyards, Farinacci Winery, Ferrante Winery, Grand River Cellars, Heartland Vineyards, It’s Your Winery, Laurello Vineyards, South River Vineyards, and The Winery at Wolf Creek.  

Several air show performers will be on hand to talk with party guests about their adventures.  Included are two women wing-walkers who form the team, Double Trouble.  The team works with American Barnstormer Walt Pierce.  Jenny Forsythe, a member of Double Trouble, grew up in the Cleveland area and has been wing-walking since 2003.  When she joined Walt Pierce in 2005 she became the first wing walker to perform professionally on both a monoplane and a biplane. Nicole Rodriguez, the other member of the team, is the granddaughter of Mr. Pierce. 
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Silent auction items include a hot air balloon ride, two round-trip tickets from Youngstown to Orlando on Allegiant Air, an aerial tour of Cleveland, and many other items donated by Northeast Ohio organizations.

Tickets for the event are $50 for museum members and $55 for non-members.  A designated driver ticket is available for $20.
